Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized.

Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

The Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

March 3, 2019 
Every tree is known by its own fruit. For people do not 
pick figs from thornbushes, nor do they gather grapes 

from brambles.      — Luke 6:44 

Comment 
Ben Sira (Sirach) was a teacher. In today's first read-
ing, we find him practicing his profession. He tells 
his students that the criteria for judging a person are 
the words he or she speaks. Someone may appear 
"cool," "with it," or worth emulating, but wait. Wait 
till they open their mouth, for their true worth will 
be displayed in their words. So, says Sirach, watch 
what you say. Your speech will show the "bent of 
[your] mind," whether it be straight or twisted. 
The Gospel--again part of the Sermon on the Plain--
also addresses the disparity that often exists between 
appearance and reality. Jesus tells us that what we 
truly believe, what really drives us, will be manifest 
in our words and actions. Just as we can judge the 
worth of a tree by the fruit it produces, so can we 
judge the worth of a person by the way he or she 
acts. Jesus seems to be calling us to be prudent in 
our judgment of others. At the same time, he tells us 
that our own character will exhibit itself in the way 
we act toward others. 
In the second reading, Paul calls us to "walk our 
talk"--to be "firm [and] steadfast" in our compas-
sionate service of others. Even though doing so may 
be difficult and apparently unrewarding, Paul as-
sures us that such action is transforming, paschal in 
nature, and leads to the fullness of life.

Repent and believe in the Gospel”―these are the words that you might hear as you come to have 
ashes imposed on your foreheads this Ash Wednesday.  They are the same words that have been 
used in the past, but with a new translation that came with the Third Edition of the Roman Missal.  In 
past years you would have heard, ‘turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel’―words that be-

came familiar and which to some might seem a bit ‘softer’.  The word ‘repent’ scares many of us, it seems 
rather harsh, a very strong command and, yet, it is the word used by many of the prophets, by John the 
Baptist and by Jesus himself.  And so, with this new translation, we will be reminded that each one of us is 
called to repentance; it’s a simple fact of life since we are all human and need to rely on God’s wonderful 
mercy and love.  

 

This season of Lent, then, is an opportunity to do exactly that, to repent of our sins, to return to the 
Lord and to accept God’s wonderful invitation to be his disciples.  The Lenten practices of prayer, 
fasting and giving alms draw us more fully into a life of faith and gradually transform us into his ho-
ly people, a people who make Jesus the center of our lives as we spend time with him each day in 

prayer, as we come together with the Christian community to celebrate Mass, as we come to receive for-
giveness in the Sacrament of Reconciliation, or gather to pray the Stations of the Cross.  These practices 
transform us as we abstain from meat on Fridays, fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, and as we ab-
stain from habits and practices that prevent us from knowing God more fully.  These practices transform us 
as we freely give our time, talent and tithe back to God, acknowledging that all that we have been given 
comes from him!  

May we return to the Lord this Lent, allowing him to transform us into his holy people, a people 
who then go into the world announcing the Gospel of the Lord. 

Lenten Obligations 

1. The days of  fast and abstinence are Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. 

2. All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. 

3. The obligation of fast applies only to Catholics between the ages 
of 18 and 59. 

 - Fasting in the Catholic tradition means to limit oneself to 
 one full meal and two smaller meals which together are not 
 equal  to a full meal, so as to experience hunger.  

4. The obligation of abstinence applies to all Catholics who have 
reached the age of 14. 

 -Abstinence in the Catholic tradition means to abstain from 
 meat.

will be hosting a presentation on, and an exposition of, Sacred Relics, called Treasures of the 
Church.    Those attending will be able to examine and venerate each relic.  In the Church’s history 
many miracles and healings have been worked in the presence of relics, and many have been healed 
through ministry.   
 
Treasures of the Church is a ministry of evangelization of the Catholic Church.  Run by Fr. Carlos 
Martins of the Companions of the Cross, its purpose is to give people an experience of the living God 
through an encounter with the relics of his saints in the form of an exposition.  Each exposition be-
gins with a multi-media presentation on the Church's use of relics that is scriptural, catechetical, and 
devotional, leading to a renewal of the Catholic faith for many people.  After the teaching those in 
attendance have an opportunity to venerate the relics of some of their favorite saints.  
 
An exposition involves some 150 relics, including those of St. Maria Goretti, St. Therese of Lisieux 
(the "Little Flower"), St. Francis of Assisi, St. Anthony of Padua, St. Thomas Aquinas, and St. 
Faustina Kowalska.  The supreme highlight is one of the largest relics of the Church's claim to the 
True Cross in the world and a piece of the Veil that, according to sanctioned tradition, is believed to 
have belonged to Our Lady. 
 
The veneration of relics is a communion with the heroes of our Christian faith, asking for their pow-
erful intercession.   Many people have reported outstanding blessings and conversions through this 
ministry, and many have reported healings.  Attendees are encouraged to bring their articles of devo-
tion (such as rosaries, holy cards, etc.) and pictures of ill friends/family members which may be 
touched to the reliquaries as a means of intercessory prayer.
