MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD 
Today’s readings invite us into prayer, into relation-
ship with God. Because relationships feel more natu-
ral when we know one another well, Sirach encour-
ages us to know God better. In his wisdom, Sirach 
tells us what God is like: fair, open-minded, compas-
sionate, and attentive. “The Lord will not delay,” he 
says. Knowing that God’s help comes right on time, 
whenever we need it, calms our hearts and helps us 
trust the Lord. In his second Letter to Timothy, Saint 
Paul demonstrates his own trust in God. Despite the 
grueling struggles Saint Paul has faced because of 
his Christian faith, he praises the Lord for rescuing 
him time and again. Today’s Gospel draws us close 
to Jesus too, revealing his special love for the poor 
and humble. As Jesus tells his parable about the 
prayer habits of a Pharisee and a tax collector, our 
hearts long to become as gentle as Christ’s.
