MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

We are faced with strong and disturbing readings 
today that hold a certain fascination, since they seem 
at first glance to be blueprints for future inevitable 
wars and hardship. A fundamentalist interpretation 
focuses on this aspect. Yet we hear them at our Sun-
day celebration of the Eucharist, which infuses them 
with hope and optimism. Rather than dreading the 
future, today’s liturgy assures us that God is with us 
in all of life’s inevitable trials, and that we have a 
role in shaping the outcome of human history. Occa-
sionally, some Christians have attempted to decode 
these readings for an exact measure of the world’s 
end, but they have thus far been disappointed. 

 “Nothing lasts forever” is a lyric from a 
Broadway show. Stars fall from the sky, leaves with-
er and fall, mountains wash into the sea, human pro-
jects and governments totter and collapse with great 
regularity. Today’s liturgy opposes this idea as in-
complete, reminding us that Christ has made a per-
manent change in human history, and that life in him 
is life forever. Rather than inviting us to throw in the 
towel, today’s liturgy strengthens us for acts of 
goodness and grace in our families, communities, 
and world.

Forty Hours Devotions 
The Forty Hours Devotion is a special forty-hour period of continuous prayer made before the 
Blessed Sacrament in solemn exposition.  Of course, the focus of this devotion is on the Holy Eu-
charist.  As Catholics, the words of our Lord burn in our hearts: “I myself am the living bread come 
down from Heaven.  If anyone eats this bread, He shall live forever; the bread I will give is my 
flesh for the life of the world” (John 6:51). 

Affirming our belief in the real presence of our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, the Vatican Council 
II taught that the Holy Eucharist is “the source and summit of the Christian life” (Lumen Gentium, 
#11).  While the Mass is the central act of worship for us Catholics, an act which participates in the 
eternal reality of our Lord’s passion, death, and resurrection, Vatican Council II upheld and en-
couraged the adoration of the Blessed Sacrament outside of Mass.   As Pope Pius XII taught in 
Mediator Dei, “This practice of adoration has a valid and firm foundation.”  Our Holy Father, Pope 
John Paul II has repeatedly “highly recommended” public and private devotion of the Blessed Sac-
rament, including processions on the Feast of Corpus Christi and the 40 Hours Devotion. 

Second, the number forty has always signified a sacred period of time:  the rains during the time 
of Noah lasted 40 days and nights; the Jews wandered through the desert for 40 years, our Lord 
fasted and prayed for 40 days before beginning His public ministry.  The 40 Hours Devotion re-
members that traditional “forty-hour period” from our Lord’s burial until the resurrection.  Actually in 
the Middle Ages, the Blessed Sacrament was transferred to the repository, “the Easter Sepul-
cher,”  for this period of time to signify our Lord’s time in the tomb. 

The Forty Hours Devotion begins with a Solemn Mass of Exposition, which concludes with the ex-
position of the Blessed Sacrament and a procession.  The Blessed Sacrament remains on the al-
tar in a monstrance.  During the next 40 hours, the faithful gather for personal or public prayer in 
adoration of our Lord.  The Blessed Sacrament is reposed in the tabernacle for the daily Mass, 
and then returned for exposition after Mass.  At the end of the devotions, the Mass of Reposition 
is offered, again concluding with a procession, benediction and final reposition of the Blessed Sac-
rament.  While the forty-hour period should be continuous, some Churches break-up the time, re-
posing the Blessed Sacrament at night because of security reasons. 

The Forty Hours Devotion can be seen almost like a parish mini-retreat or mission.  A guest priest 
may be invited to give a series of homilies.  Confessions should be offered and encouraged.  Con-
sequently, an appropriate time to schedule Forty Hours is either Advent or Lent. 

While the Forty Hours Devotion nurtures the love of the faithful for our Lord in the Blessed Sacra-
ment, three special dimensions have also surrounded this devotion:  the protection from evil and 
temptation; reparation for our own sins and for the Poor Souls in Purgatory; and deliverance from 
political, material, or spiritual calamities.   Here the faithful implore our Lord to pour forth His abun-
dant graces not only for themselves, but their neighbors, not only for their own personal needs, 
but for those of the world. 

The Forty Hours Devotion provides a wonderful opportunity for the spiritual growth of each person 
and the parish as a whole.  In a world where temptation and evil abound, where devotion to the 
Mass and our Lord in the Holy Eucharist have declined, where the practice of penance and con-
fession have been forgotten, we need the Forty Hours Devotion more than ever.
