Parents are expected to attend Pre-Baptismal Classes. 
Arrangements to be made at the Parish Office. Only 
practicing Catholics may act as Godparents. 
 
MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.  
  
PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK:  Arrangements for 
Communion Calls to the sick at home may be made by 
calling the Parish Office.

Mary  
 

"God wills that all his gifts 
should come to us through 

Mary"   (St. Bernard) 
It was in Rome, towards the end of the eighteenth centu-
ry, one fine evening in May. A child of the poor gath-
ered his companions around him and led them to a stat-
ue of Mary, before which a lamp was burning, as is the 
custom in that holy city. There, these fresh young voices 
sang the Litany of our Lady. The next day, the little 
group, followed by other children, again gathered at the 
feet of the Mother of God. Next came their mothers, to 
join the little assembly. Soon, other groups were 
formed, and the devotion rapidly became popular. Holy 
souls, troubled by the disorderly conduct which always 
increases and becomes graver at the return of the pleas-
ant springtime, saw in these growing practices the hand 
of God, and they cooperated with the designs of Provi-
dence by approving and promoting this new devotion, as 
a public and solemn act of reparation. The Month of 
Mary was founded.  
"This is the month in which, in the churches and indi-
vidual homes, the most affectionate and fervent homage 
of prayers and devotions from the hearts of Chris-
tians are raised to Mary. It is also the month in which 
from his throne descend upon us the most generous and 
abundant gifts of the Divine Mercy." 

MAY IS THE MONTH OF MARY 
Try to make an extra effort to pray the Rosary 
which is a very powerful form of prayer to Our 
Blessed Virgin Mother asking her to intercede to 
our Heavenly Father on our behalf.  Pray the Ro-
sary privately –or if you wish, the Rosary is prayed 
Monday - Friday before the 8:30 am Mass.  As 
well, the Litany to the blessed Mother is included 
in the prayers.

T H E  1 5  P R O M I S E S  O F  O U R  
L A D Y  O F  T H E  R O S A R Y  

 
1. Whosoever shall faithfully serve me by the recitation of 
the Rosary shall receive signal graces.  
2. I promise my special protection and the greatest graces 
to all those who shall recite the Rosary.  

3. The Rosary shall be a powerful armor against hell; it will 
destroy vice, decrease sin, and defeat heresies.  

4. It will cause good works to flourish; it will obtain for souls the abundant mercy 
of God; it will withdraw the hearts of men from the love of the world and its van-
ities, and it will lift them to the desire of Eternal things.  

5. The soul which recommends itself to me by the recitation of the Rosary shall not 
perish.  

6. Whosoever shall recite the Rosary devoutly, applying himself to the considera-
tion of its Sacred Mysteries, shall never be conquered by misfortune. God will 
not chastise him in His justice, he shall not perish by an unprovided death; if he 
be just, he shall remain in the grace of God, and become worthy of Eternal Life.  

7. Whoever shall have a true devotion for the Rosary shall not die without the Sac-
raments of the Church.  

8. Those who are faithful to recite the Rosary shall have during their life and at 
their death the Light of God and the plentitude of His Graces; at the moment of 
death, they shall participate in the Merits of the Saints in Paradise.  

9. I shall deliver from Purgatory those who have been devoted to the Rosary.  

10. The faithful children of the Rosary shall merit a high degree of Glory in Heaven.  

11. You shall obtain all you ask of me by the recitation of the Rosary.  

12. All those who propagate the Holy Rosary shall be aided by me in their necessi-
ties.  

13. I have obtained from my Divine Son that all the advocates of the Rosary shall 
have for intercessors the entire Celestial Court during life and at the hour of 
death.  

14. All who recite the Rosary are my sons, and brothers of my Only Son Jesus 
Christ.
