Though immediate preparation is given to children
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that
children receive a Christian education within their family
life, through formal religious education classes, and by
attending Sunday worship services.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Do you want to participate in an event that will likely change your lives for the better?
Do you want assistance in understanding what your mission in life may be? Why God made
you? Do you want to understand better how the Lord wants to guide and be with you always? |
think this event is right around the corner and it is time to prepare.

In his message for World Youth Day 2021, Pope Francis cited the passage of the Acts of
the Apostles, where Jesus says to Saint Paul: “Arise! I have appointed you to testify to what you
have seen.” (Acts 26:16) How this message is still relevant to us today, especially for you, our
dear young people! The Holy Father continued by saying, “I fervently hope that this Message
may help us prepare for new times and a new page in the history of humanity. Yet we cannot
begin anew without you, dear young people. If our world is to arise, it needs your strength, your
enthusiasm, your passion.”

You have been given a great gift of faith, so I urge you to consider how you might use
this gift of faith to the fullest; how might you grow in faith and arise to give bold witness to those
around you; your voice and your zeal for our faith are so needed in our da_y —at home, at school,
at work, at practice, or wherever you find yourself. Yours is a voice that is unrepeatable and
inimitable, that is unique to you and your faith journey, and we need to hear it.

Together with me, alongside youth, young adults, priests and seminarians from the
Diocese of Metuchen, I invite you to lend your voice and your witness of faith to World Youth
Day 2023. Held in Lisbon, Portugal, World Youth Day 2023 will offer us an opportunity to
celebrate, encourage, inspire, and connect with youth from around the world. As a group, we will
spend two days visiting the Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima, as well as other pilgrimage sites, and
pray together at Mass and in Adoration — led by our Holy Father, Pope Francis.

I have asked our Office of Youth and Young Adult Ministry to assist in coordinating our
trip. The Office will host an information session at the St. John Neumann Pastoral Center — 146
Metlars Ln., Piscataway — for parents, teens, young adults, parish staff, and priests from 7 p.m.-8
p.m. on July 7, for anyone who might be interested in attending. They have asked that those who
plan to attend the information session register here: https://diometuchen.org/wyd.




Indeed, we are each called to arise to the challenge of sharing our faith, of testifying to
the greatness of God in our own lives, just as the Apostles did centuries ago and just as “Mary
arose and went with haste” (Lk 1:39) — the theme of World Youth Day 2023 — to proclaim the
greatness of the Lord during the Visitation to her cousin Elizabeth.

So, L ask that you prayerfully consider joining me in attending World Youth Day 2023
and, more importantly, how you might arise to testify to our Lord’s goodness. I also invite you to
consider sharing this message with the young adults in your communities, encouraging them and
praying for them. Please know of my love and prayers for you, and as we prepare for this special
opportunity, [ ask that you please pray for me too.
